Aesthetics & Design Considerations

Plate 1 : Colour is one of the design elements which creates interest
and enhances the local character of the environment.
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Plate 2 : More sophisticated bonding patterns should be used on wide
pavements to break the monotony and to provide right
proportion and scale.

To give better scale, smaller
paving units are preferred for
narrow footpaths.

Plate 4 :

As a contrast to Plate 3, bigger
paving units are preferred for
wider footpaths.

Repetition of colour and
pattern, tampered with change
of colour can create visual
rhythm and rhyme.
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Plate 6 : Right-angled paving pattern conforms to straight kerbside.



Plate 7 : Visual continuity of paving pattern can be maintained by
conforming to curving footpaths.

Plate 8 : Abrupt change in direction of paving patterns. A single
paving unit should not be cut to less than 1/3 of its area.



Plate 9 : To maintain the paving patterns design in change of
direction of the footpaths, edge blocks can be used to
provide a reference line for the continuation of the laying
pattern.

Poor laying pattern; surface
should preferably be uniform
without dividing line. A
concrete margin could be used
if necessary.




Plate 11 : Surface should be uniform without the narrow strip.
Concrete margin may be used at dividing line between
large and small units.

Plate 12 : As a good practice, the fixtures should be recessed to
maintain coherent paving design.
