Notice is hereby given that under section 22(1) of the Railways Ordinance (Chapter 519),
the Deputy Secretary for Transport and Housing (Transport) has, by order made on
4 August 2015 (the ‘Order’), authorized the temporary closure of part of the open place at
Tsim Sha Tsui waterfront near the former International Mail Centre, as delineated and
shown in red on the Plan numbered SCL/G28/0041/2 during the period from 22 August
2015 to 21 August 2017 for the purposes of or incidental to the railway scheme of the
Shatin to Central Link. A description of the works to be carried out, the area of the open
place to be affected and the manner in which it will be affected is given in the Schedule
below.
